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1 Introduction
Due to the late addition of 90 MHz as UE channel BW for n41 and n78 within REL-15, it was agreed as optional for the UE with capability signalling. Vodafone supported this view at the time to avoid any issues with backward compatibility. The progress so far with the 5G spectrum auctions across Europe indicates 90 MHz will be an essential channel BW option for the n78 band. Therefore, we propose mandating it for REL-16 NR UE.            
2 Discussion
The first wave of Band n78 spectrum auctions in Europe resulted in Vodafone and Deutsche Telekom both acquiring 90 MHz of spectrum in Germany and Vodafone acquiring 90 MHz in Spain. As the spectrum auctions progress in Europe, more operators in certain countries may end up with 90 MHz contiguous allocation in n78 due to the current situation and spectrum availability.
In order to fully utilise the UE operating with the 90 MHz spectrum holding in n78, we propose that 90 MHz be a mandatory channel BW for NR UE from REL-16 onwards.
3 Conclusion
Proposal 1: Make 90 MHz channel BW mandatory for n78 NR UE from REL-16 onwards
Proposal 2: Send an LS to RAN2 informing RAN4 decision
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
