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1 Introduction
NR-U RF core work started from RAN4#90 according to the WID [1]. In this contribution, we present the latest regulatory situation in Europe and US and based on the updates we propose a band plan for NR-U in 6GHz frequency range.
.
2 Regulatory situation in Europe
Based on the European Commission mandate to CEPT on the feasibility and identification of harmonized technical conditions for a sustainable and efficient use on a coexistence basis of the 5925-6425MHz band for wireless access systems (including RLAN), CEPT has created two project teams, SE 45 and FM 57. The Project Team (PT) SE 45 has finalised his task on compatibility and sharing studies in the 6 GHz and has published ECC report 302[2].  Consequently, FM 57 who will define the regulatory rules for the frequency range 5925-6425 MHz, has started new work item, FM57_04, for the development of an ECC Decision on WAS/RLAN operation. The ECC Decision is expected to be finalized in July 2020.
It should be noted that CEPT is only considering the lower part of 6GHz range, 5925-6425 MHz, for unlicensed operation. 

3 Regulatory situation in US

As described in the notice of proposed rulemaking [3], FCC intends to implement four U-NIII sub-bands in 6GHz band, as listed below:

· U-NII-5: 5.925 GHz to 6.425 GHz (sharing with FS and FSS incumbents)

· U-NII-6: 6.425 GHz to 6.525 GHz (sharing with BAS and CARS)

· U-NII-7: 6.525 GHz to 6.875 GHz (same as U-NII-5)

· U-NII-8: 6.875 GHz to 7.125 GHz (sharing with BAS and CARS) 
FCC released the NPRM in the end of 2018 on 5925-7125MHz as unlicensed spectrum. However, no conclusion will be made until end of 2019. Thus, FCC decision is still open, input from different companies are being sought and decision will be made by FCC after further discussions.
If needed, FCC might issue another NPRM to address any remaining open issues.

4 Band plan for 6GHz 
Considering that CEPT has made the decision on introduction of unlicensed operation in 5925-6425 MHz and started drafting the ECC decision and that US decision is still open, we propose the following: 
Proposal 1: Specify a band for unlicensed usage within 5925-6425MHz spectrum.
5 Conclusion
We presented the summary of regulatory situation in 6GHz frequency range in this paper. We propose the following based on the discussions in this paper:
