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1. Overall Description:
RAN4 would like to kindly inform RAN1 on the RAN4 consensus on RSSI definition. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Based on definition in LTE LAA, the reported RSSI value is over a bandwidth of a number N of PRBs. N isscales with the number of PRBs which is completely up to UE’s implementationunknown to the network. This uncertainty in number of PRBs used for RSSI measurement makes the reported RSSI and channelOccupancy difficult to be used by network.
In NR-U, RAN4 suggests RAN1 to resolve this issue. It is RAN4’s understanding that both the network and UE need to be aware of the RSSI measured bandwidth.Options being discussed in RAN4 are listed below for information. RAN4 has not yet reached a conclusion on the options.
· Option 1: The measurement bandwidth is up to UE, as long as UE can meet RAN4 requirement. The reported RSSI value is normalized by the number of PRBs used by UE for measurement
· Option 2: Network configures the measurement bandwidth to UE for RSSI measurement. The reported RSSI value may be or may not be normalized by the number of PRBs used by UE for measurement
· Option 3: The minimum RSSI measurement bandwidth is fixed. The reported RSSI value may be or may not be normalized by the number of PRBs used by UE for measurement
RAN4 has also observed that a minimum RSSI measurement bandwidth, if defined, should consider not only the accuracy of the measurements, but also the purpose of RSSI measurements in unlicensed bands.
