In RAN4 #92, multi-band relaxation requirement for n259 was discussed. This contribution provides the proposals for setting the schedule of the discussion for n259 multi-band factor and further extension of multi-band relaxation.

Discussion

n259 associated multi-band requirement

In RAN#92, companies discussed how to progress n259 associated requirements in [1]. After RAN4 complete multi-band requirement for n259, RAN5 will start the discussion for the requirement of the conformance testing. Thus, the target date for completing n259 associated multi-band relaxation should be set since the progress of the discussion for multi-band relaxation affects the period in which the conformance testing will be finally fixed in RAN5.

Further extension of Multi-band requirement
In the current approach to specify the multi-band requirement, when a new FR2 band is added, it is necessary to discuss the multi-band relaxation factor for each additional new band. The multi-band requirement has an impact on a work in RAN5 as above mentioned. RAN5 will need to discuss and determine the test tolerance value according to the addition of multi-band relaxation for a new band and the time required for the discussion leads to delaying the completion of the conformance testing specification. Therefore, RAN4 should consider the approach for further extension of multi-band requirement to reduce the time gap taken to complete the conformance testing specification. To reduce the time gap, we propose the below two options. Other approaches shall not be precluded. 

Proposal 2 : RAN4 should consider the approach for further extension of multi-band requirement to reduce the time gap taken to complete the conformance testing specification as below, and other approaches shall not be precluded.

Option 1: Set the maximum value of multi-band relaxation for all of the FR2 band. 

Option 2: Specify the per band relaxation factor instead of multi-band relaxation value.

Conclusion
