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1 Introduction
A new WI [1] was approved during last RAN#85 meeting, aiming to add 25, 30, 40 and 50 MHz channel bandwidth support to band n75. 
This contribution is further discussing impacts on UE RF requirements.
2 Discussion 
2.1 Introduction
Band n75 frequency ranges have been defined as specified in Table 1. Band n75 is a SDL band.

The transmitter shall be set to PUMAX, as defined in subclause 6.2.4.

NOTE 2:
Four Rx antenna ports shall be the baseline for this operating band, except for two Rx vehicular UE.


2.3 Other requirements
As mentioned earlier, band n75 is SDL band. 

Except REFSENS, there is so no other UE RF requirement impacted when introducing wider channel bandwidth support to that band.

2.4 CA bandwidth combination sets (BCS)
Nevertheless, it should be further discussed how those additional channel bandwidths should be considered in CA combinations, and if new BCS should be specified to include them (clause 5.5A.3 in TS 38.101-1).
3 Conclusion
This contribution elaborates on UE RF requirements that need to be updated when adding support for wider channel bandwidth in SDL band n75. Only REFSENS requirements are impacted and this contribution made related values proposal. Impact on CA bandwidth combination sets should be further discussed.
Proposal: Agree on REFSENS values proposed in Table 1.
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
