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1. Background Information
For Rel-15, there are two types of UE behaviour in context of reporting support of FR2 CA configurations and their fallbacks:
a. From TS38.306: A fallback band combination resulting from the reported CA and MR-DC band combination is not signalled but the UE shall support it.
b. From LS R4-1910239: A terminal which supports CA or DC configurations, which include FR2 intra-band CA combinations with multiple subblocks, where at least one of the subblocks consists of a contiguous CA combination, is not required to support all possible fallback combinations but can directly fall back to a single FR2 carrier
2. Summary
RAN4 has agreed on a third type of UE behaviour in context of reporting support of FR2 CA configurations and their fallbacks:

A UE can describe its FR2 CA capability solely in terms of the maximum number of CCs it can support. The implied CA capability for this type of UE is that it supports CA operation for any contiguous or non-contiguous combination of up to ‘n’ CCs. i.e when a UE declares support for ‘n’ non-contiguous FR2 CCs, it can also support:

· ‘n-1’ non-contiguous FR2 CCs

· any mix of contiguous and non-contiguous arrangement of ‘n’ FR2 CCs
