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1. Overall Description:

In meeting #92bis, RAN4 continued the discussion for MPE issues mitigations and agreed with the following solution:
1. Define a normalized MPE safety headroom related power measurement in the FR2 range as fraction relative to the MPE limit. 
2. Define a configurable evaluation period Te for the power averaging measurements that would be appropriate for UL transmissions environment (beamforming, non-beamforming) Te = {to be filled once agreed}.

3. Define a safety headroom threshold as a fraction of MPE limit. This parameter is configurable and can take values from the fraction granularity list.
The agreed granularity list of fractions {to be filled when agreed}
4. Extend the existing Power Headroom Reporting for the MPE safety headroom reporting.
5. The UE supports a prohibit timer for P-MPR application reporting. The UE starts the timer upon transmission of the safety headroom report. The prohibit time value is FFS.
7. A similar approach has been agreed for SAR (FR1).

ACTION: 
RAN4 kindly ask RAN2 to take the above agreements into consideration. RAN4 suggests that RAN2 introduce signalling (e.g., as a either a new MAC CE or as an extension of the existing MAC PHR CE) in its specifications (e.g., 38.321) and any related configuration aspects for RRC in 38.331 to support the above agreements.
