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1 Introduction
A new WI [1] was approved during last RAN#85 meeting, aiming to add 25, 30and 50 MHz channel bandwidth support to band n38, 40 MHz was already considered in [2]. 
This contribution is further discussing impacts on UE RF requirements, focusing on REFSENS.
2 Discussion 
Band n38 frequency ranges have been defined as specified in Table 1. Band n38 is a TDD band.
