In TS38.101-2 [1], FR2 PC3 multi-band relaxation factors are defined, one of technical reasons is antenna performance degradation is larger for wider band operation.

Discussion
Actually, no matter for which power class (PC1/2/3/4), the performance degradation root cause is similar. Hence, before RAN4 further discuss the detailed difference between PC1/2/4 and PC3, we propose to leverage PC3 multi-band relaxation factors as starting point for PC1/2/4.
