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1	Introduction
This contribution proposes certain Uu + SL band combinations for NR V2X to be specified in Rel-16.

2	Discussion
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Until now, there has not been explicit operator requests to define certain band combinations under NR V2X umbrella.
We request the following band combinations to be defined for concurrent Uu-SL operation in Rel-16:
· n71 (Uu) + n47 (NR SL)
· n71 (Uu) + B47 (LTE SL)
· n71 (Uu) + n47 (NR SL) + B47 (LTE SL)

We do recognize that the RF requirements for concurrent Uu-SL operation need to be defined along with the band combination specific requirements. The same configuration (band 71 Uu – band 47 SL) for concurrent operation is defined in LTE V2X	so hence the RF characteristics are pretty well known already.
The concept of “NR Uu controlling LTE SL” is new from RAN4 perspective potentially requiring additional considerations when defining the requirements. 
However, and even these proposals fall under “2nd priority” in [2], RAN4 should define both generic and band combination specific RF requirements also for these cases in Rel-16. Otherwise the support of these cases is release independent manner is unclear.

3	Conclusions
The following band combinations for NR V2X are requested to be defined for concurrent Uu-SL operation in Rel-16.

Proposal: The following band combinations are defined in Rel-16 for NR V2X
· n71 (Uu) + n47 (NR SL)
· n71 (Uu) + B47 (LTE SL)
· n71 (Uu) + n47 (NR SL) + B47 (LTE SL)
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
