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1. Introduction

RAN#85 approved the revised WID for FR1 RF requirements in [1], capturing the proposals for UE RF requirements to support the switching between 1Tx carrier and 2Tx carrier. According to the approved WF in [2], which serves as the reference of the revised WID for switching between 1Tx carrier and 2Tx carrier, RAN4 will discuss mainly the length of the switching time mask, the location of the switching period and potential RRM requirements. 
In our other discussion papers we discuss thoroughly on switching period and RF requirements to allow switching periods according to different UE capabilities [3]. It is agreed in RAN4 that RF time masks are defined to serve the purpose of allowing the UE to have UL outage during switching between 1Tx carrier and 2Tx carrier. Thus for RRM requirements, there is no need to define delay requirements for switching between 1Tx carrier and 2Tx carrier. This contribution presents discussions on delay requirements and propose not to define any delay requirements in RRM spec.
2. Discussion
By looking at the proposed CRs [4][5] on the switching time mask RF requirements of the allowed time for UE switching between 1Tx carrier and 2Tx carrier, it is sufficient for the spec. There is no need to have any further RRM requirements for the delay. Further RRM delay requirements are rounded up to slot basis which can be expected to be a unnecessary compromise to the performance of UE switching between 1Tx carrier and 2Tx carrier. Thus we propose:
Proposal: No RRM delay requirement is defined for UE switching between 1Tx carrier and 2Tx carrier.
3. Conclusion
For RRM requirements, there is no need to define delay requirements for switching between 1Tx carrier and 2Tx carrier. This contribution presents discussions on delay requirements and propose not to define any delay requirements in RRM spec.
Proposal: No RRM delay requirement is defined for UE switching between 1Tx carrier and 2Tx carrier.
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
