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Introduction

In the last RAN4#92Bis meeting, there were some initial discussions on IAB MT BC requirement. Therefore in this contribution, we want to share some initial inputs on these open issues.

Companies will continue offline discussion on which directional requirement(s) will be defined for IAB. 


For BC requirement is defined for FR2 NR UE, FR2 NR UE could use the downlink signal to estimate the UL direction where UE is moving, however for IAB network, the network itself should be well optimized backhaul network and direction between parent IAB node and child IAB node should be fixed and pre-known to each other during the network planning and network deployment, it’s unlikely that some linkage between parent node and child node is blocked frequently or the routing relationship among IAB nodes are updating frequently. In other words, if linkage between IAB nodes are really blocked in case, then IAB routing could be still recovered by RRC reconfiguration, it will cost some time, however it’s negligible from time scale. In addition, the existing BS EIRP/EIS requirement accuracy requirement also relate with beam direction accuracy which could serve as the same purpose as BC requirement. Based on the above considerations, proposal is made as following: 
Proposal : EIRP/EIS accuracy requirement is sufficient to meet the BC requirement and no more BC related testing is needed.
