FR2 measurement outside gap
Discuss proposals from R4-1914900:
Proposal 1: FR2 intra-frequency requirements apply provided that all SCC SMTC have the same period and offset. Other combinations of SCC SMTC can be added as valid conditions if identified as useful.
Proposal 2: FR2 intra-frequency measurement requirements apply when dual SMTC is not configured on any FR2 CC. It is FFS on the condition of SCC SMTC when dual SMTC is configured on any SCC in FR2.
Proposal 3: FR2 intra-frequency requirements apply provided that SCC SMTC occasions form a subset of PCC/PSCC SMTC occasions (if PCC/PSCC is in FR2).

Discussion
Nokia / Ericsson – this is a limitation on NW and what we decide now will live for a long time
Nokia : The max() gives some margin in requirements
Meditak : That will bring even bigger complexity to the planning, it is too dynamic. 
Further offline discussion took place on RAN4 reflector with the following compromise proposal proposed by Ericsson
Case 1: Same offset, dual SMTC
-	All CC on FR2 either use the same dual SMTC configuration, or use only SMTC1 of the dual SMTC configuration
Case 2: Same offset, single SMTC, single duration
-	Two different periodicities can be used
After further email discussion, it was proposed that investigation will take place on the number of different periodicities (2, 3 or 4) until next meeting and Huawei prepared a CR according to this approach.
