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Introduction 
At the latest RAN4 meeting, a solution indicating P-MPR to the network as an enhanced method to avoid possible situation of radio link failures and connection releases due to the FR2 UE Maximum Permissible Exposure (MPE) compliance reasons was agreed without detail [1].

In this contribution, we would like to briefly provide our view on the remaining work on MPE enhancements in addition to our previous contribution [2].
Discussion
Fortunately, RAN4 has agreed that P-MPR can be indicated to the network even though some companies proposed different views or solutions at the last meeting. The compromised solution is a combined effort by all companies including who believe P-MPR is unnecessary or no more solution is needed to comply with the MPE regulation for Rel-16 in the view of UE and BS [2, 3].
According to the WF approved at the latest meeting [1], first of all, RAN4 is supposed to further discuss the concrete method such as configurable periods and trigger conditions. Although multiple contributions were submitted to discuss the aspect, RAN4 has not touched much of the topic in the past meetings because the discussion has focused on the sort of information to be sent. 
Observation 1: RAN4 agreed to send the P-MPR information to the network as a compromised solution, and needs to further discuss the concrete method such as configurable periods and trigger conditions.
Therefore, RAN4 should discuss how and when to send the P-MPR information to the network in this meeting. It is highly recommended that RAN4 concentrates their efforts only on the method already agreed, i.e. P-MPR reporting, to meet the Rel-16 timeframe. This is not only because it was the only method compromised as mentioned above, but the time limitation given that the RAN4 agreement on the total solution shall precede an LS to RAN2. If RAN4 picks out additional method of the options, e.g. dynamic duty cycle, it is not feasible to be resolved during the period of Rel-16 for the detail.
Observation 2: It is highly recommended that RAN4 concentrates their efforts only on the method already agreed to meet the Rel-16 timeframe.
Based on these observations and topics listed in [1] for this meeting, we would like to suggest focused efforts on the detail of P-MPR information instead of considering other option, i.e. dynamic duty cycle, in order to have the method on time.

Conclusions
In this contribution, we provide our additional view on Rel-16 MPE enhancements, and suggest a possible way to have the enhanced solution in Rel-16 timeframe. For the ways of sending the P-MPR information, we are open to discuss. All the observations and proposal in section 2 are copied as below.
Observation 1: RAN4 agreed to send the P-MPR information to the network as a compromised solution, and needs to further discuss the concrete method such as configurable periods and trigger conditions.
Observation 2: It is highly recommended that RAN4 concentrates their efforts only on the method already agreed to meet the Rel-16 timeframe.
Proposal: RAN4 is recommended focused efforts on the detail of P-MPR information instead of considering other option, i.e. dynamic duty cycle, in order to have the method on time.
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RAN2 based signaling solutions are sufficiently fast for the FR2 MPE purposes
RAN4 shall request RAN2 to develop signaling for FR2 MPE purposes with the following assumptions;
* RAN4 understands MAC-CE is suitable method
* MPE event related assistance Information provided by the UE to the network
* P-MPRisindicatedto the network and is agreed in RAN4#93
* Dynamic duty cycle will be further discussed in RAN4#94
* Single entry PHR will be further discussedin RAN4 #94
* Report should be configurable as periodic, or event triggered. Configurable periods and trigger conditions
are FFS
RAN4 will send LS to RAN2 in RAN4 #93 to inform RAN2 that MAC-CE signaling may be required for MPE
solutions. RAN4 will inform RAN2 on the complete solution in RAN4 #94
