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1 Introduction

Table 1 Summary of new features introduced in released 16 and their impact on testing.

	Wake up signal 
	No new test case
	WUS was introduced in release 15 and no test case was introduced. The main difference with release 16 WUS compared to release 15 WUS is that the UE is required to receive at least two sequences compared to single sequence in release 15. 

	Preconfigured uplink resources
	No new test case
	Difficult to verify the UE behavior since the procedure is carried out in IDLE state. 

	Improved MPDCCH
	New test cases needed
	Improved MPDCCH is used to improve the radio link monitoring for which test cases exist.

	RSS
	No test case in IDLE mode,

New test case in CONNECTED mode needed
	RSS yields shorter measurement period and improved accuracy. Difficult to verify in IDLE mode since accuracy requirements don’t apply. Possible to verify in CONNECTED mode if RAN4 agrees to introduce RSS based RSRP measurements in CONNECTED mode. 

	DL quality reporting
	New test case in IDLE mode needed
New test case in CONNECTED mode needed
	Reuse the framework of Rel-14 NB-IoT MSG3-based channel quality reporting.
Possible to verify both MSG3-based channel quality reporting in IDLE mode and MAC-CE based channel quality reporting in CONNECTED mode.  


Test configuration
There is no need to define new test configurations (such as RMCs, OCNGs) because the existing configurations are possible to reuse.
