RAN4 thank RAN5 for sharing their concerns with implementation of the multiband framework in TS38.101-2 v15.8, in R5-199424.
2. Summary
RAN4 have analysed the two problem types listed in R5-199424 and have determined that the multiband relaxation framework can be specified instead as per-band relaxations, per option provided to RAN4. The new relaxation framework supersedes table 6.2.1.3-4 and is introduced as table 6.2.1.3-5 in TS38.101-2:
