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1   Background
During RAN4#94-e meeting, as per the approved WF [1], RAN4 reached the following agreements for the release independence aspects for performance requirements to be introduced under NR performance requirement enhancement WI:
	· CA normal demodulation requirements
· The requirements for those CA configurations that are defined as release independent from release 15 in TS 38.307 can be release independent from release 15
· PMI reporting requirements for single panel Type I codebook
· The requirements for 16 and 32 Tx ports can be release independent from release 15
· Demodulation requirements for TDD LTE - NR coexistence
· Release independent from release 15 for the TDD bands supporting spectrum sharing in Rel-15
· PMI reporting requirements for Rel-15 type II codebook
· Option 1: Discuss the release independence after detailed simulation assumptions finalized
· Option 2: Release independent from Rel-15 since it is Rel-15 core feature
· CA CQI reporting requirements
· Option 1: Discuss the release independence after March
· Option 2: Release independent from Rel-15 since it is Rel-15 core feature


In this contribution, we share our views on those left open items.

2   Discussion

2.1   UE CSI reporting test for NR CA

As per the latest WID [3]:
· CA CQI reporting requirements will be defined under AWGN condition.
· Note: the work for CA CQI reporting requirements can be started from March 2020.
CA CQI reporting requirements will be defined under AWGN and will be started from this April meeting, LTE defines the CSI reporting test for CA as per the different number of DL CC, but is independent of specific CA configurations and bandwidth combination sets, maybe the related test applicability rules need to be discussed separately for CA CQI testing, how many DL CCs will be considered for NR CA, whether just select any one of the supported CA capabilities and only one supported bandwidth combinations to be tested like did in LTE, which bandwidth to be selected, there are many open issues to be discussed, all these are related to CA band combinations defined and the test applicability to be discussed, from our point of view, it is a little early to make decision that CSI reporting for NR CA is release independent or not before RAN4 has not discussed any specific contents.
Proposal 1: Delay discussion on the release independence aspects for UE CSI reporting test for NR CA after RAN4 decides the specific test scope.
2.2   PMI reporting test for Rel-15 type II codebook
Based on the current discussion about Rel-15 type II codebook testing, all are related to the release 15 core specification, from this point of view, it is feasible to make it release independent from release 15 for PMI reporting test for Rel-15 type II codebook testing.
Proposal 2: PMI reporting test for Rel-15 type II codebook can be release independent from Release 15.
3   Proposals
In this contribution, we share our views on the release independence aspects for UE performance requirements defined under NR performance requirement enhancement WI, and our observations and proposals are:
Proposal 1: Delay discussion on the release independence aspects for UE CSI reporting test for NR CA after RAN4 decides the specific test scope.

Proposal 2: PMI reporting test for Rel-15 type II codebook can be release independent from Release 15.
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
