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1 Introduction
Con-current operation was discussed in last RAN4 meeting, and a WF was agreed to facilitate the draft CR. This contribution provides further consideration on remaining issues on priority band combination cases and the clarification of con-current operation.
2 Discussion
2.1 Priority scenario cases

According to the WF, four scenarios are under consideration of con-current operation, i.e.

· NR Uu + NR SL (1st priority)

· LTE Uu + NR SL (1st priority)

· NR Uu + LTE SL (2nd priority)

· LTE/NR Uu + LTE SL + NR SL (2nd priority)
For 1st priority cases, it was agreed in last meeting that V2X_n71_n47 and V2X_20_n38 will be defined for NR Uu + NR SL and LTE Uu + NR SL respectively in Rel-16. 
For the second priority cases, there was an agreement in RAN1 last meeting: 
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Where DCI 3_1 is for NR Uu scheduling LTE SL. Though there still has some remaining issues for NR Uu + LTE SL in RAN1, it is expected that these issues can be addressed in Rel-16 time frame.
Similar situation also stands for LTE/NR Uu + LTE SL + NR SL. Since the specification will provide a generic frame work for con-current band combinations, we can consider the second priority cases in Rel-16 as well based on the current progress in RAN1.

Based on discussion in [2], the following con-current band combinations can be considered in Rel-16.
· NR Uu (n71) + LTE SL (B47)
· NR Uu (n71) + NR SL(n47) + LTE SL (B47)
Proposal 1: It is proposed that one band combination is selected for each 2nd priority cases in Rel-16.
2.2 Clarification of con-current operation

For con-current operation, so far this no clear definition of this kind of operation, i.e. whether there is a relationship Uu and SL for the band combination. And there is a remaining issue in last meeting, “FFS: Whether the meaning “concurrent operation” should be further clarified in specifications”
During the discussion, we proposed that only the band combination where the Uu schedules/configures SL by semi-persistent way can be specified as concurrent operation. It is noted that for LTE Uu and NR SL, the scheduling by Uu is actually a semi-persistent RRC configuration. Since the band combinations proposed so far for con-current operation are from operators, most likely these band combinations will be under operation for Mode 1, and new DCI formats designed by RAN1 are utilized to guarantee the scenario is workable, otherwise, the network may not be aware of the Mode 2 operation of V2X UEs. Therefore, we propose to have some clarification of con-current operation in RAN4 specification to make it clear of the relationship between Uu and SL for a con-current band combination.
Proposal 2: It is proposed that some clarification is made for con-current operation in RAN4 specification.
3 Conclusion

Further consideration on con-current operation is provided in this contribution and we have the following proposals:
Proposal 1: It is proposed that one band combination is selected for each 2nd priority cases in Rel-16.

Proposal 2: It is proposed that some clarification is made for con-current operation in RAN4 specification.
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
