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1   Introduction
In RAN4 #94ebis meeting, the requirement for mandatory gap pattern was discussed and a WF was approved [1]. In this contribution, we explain our view on the remaining issues.
2   Discussion
In RAN4 #94ebis meeting, the only issues left open are new mandatory gap patterns in FR1 and FR2:

· FFS if GP#17, #,18 and GP#19 in FR2 shall be additional mandatory for Rel-16 UE

· FFS if any gap patterns among GP#2, GP#3, GP#6, GP#7, GP#8, GP#9, GP#10 and GP#11 in FR1 shall be additional mandatory for NR only measurement for Rel-16 UE in NR SA and NR-DC operation

In our opinion, the best strategy for gap pattern is leaving it to the market and deployments to drive which gap patterns should be mandatory rather than mandating through specification. This provides the most flexibility for deployment and optimization towards different scenarios and demand, also allow different operators more flexibility in choosing which gap patterns to made mandatory in their networks. 

Given that many infrastructure vendors and operators want to introduce more mandatory gap patterns, in order to make progress we are willing to consider making some gap patterns mandatory. However, we do not want this to end up as a feature creep where more and more gap patterns keep becoming mandatory through specification rather than deployment. From our perspective, we still consider market and deployment demand should be the main driving force for which gap patterns UE should support. Therefore, we propose to keep the set of mandatory gap pattern in a reasonable size, and leave most of the gap patterns for market demand to decide which ones UE should support. Following this reasoning, we propose to make the following gap patterns mandatory for Rel-16 UE:

· GP#2, GP#3 can be made mandatory for NR only measurement for Rel-16 UE in NR SA and NR-DC operation
· GP#17, GP#18 can be made mandatory for Rel-16 UE

Proposal: The following additional gap patterns can be made mandatory for Rel-16 UE:
· GP#2, GP#3 for NR only measurement in NR SA and NR-DC operation

· GP#17, GP#18
