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Introduction
This document proposes a text for the introduction of the IAB EMC chapter in TR 38.809 [1].  
Text Proposal
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The goal of EMC testing is ensuring that any electronic or electrical device does not emit a large amount of electromagnetic interference (emissions) and that devices continue to function as intended in the presence of several electromagnetic phenomena (immunity). 
Even though, the IAB node has both UE and BS functionalities, EMC requirements for IAB should consider those parameters defined for BS. EMC requirements for both radiated emission and radiated immunity are more stringent than the ones set for UE. In addition, conducted emission, conducted immunity, ESD, EFT, Voltage dips and surges test methods and levels defined by IEC/CISPR are independent of the product (BS) characteristics and features, including the operating frequency. 

Conclusion
In this contribution we present a TP for the introduction of the IAB EMC section in TR 38.809 [1]. We propose to approve this text and include it the TR for IAB. 
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
