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1	Introduction
In RAN4 94-e-bis, the WF [1] captures the agreements shown below:
	
Inclusion of RRM requirements in IAB TR
Tentative agreement
· RRM requirements will be captured in IAB TR
· The description of RRM requirements from IAB TS will be reused in the relevant sections of IAB TR.
· Companies are encouraged to briefly describe the rationale behind introducing these requirements




This paper intends to provide our view on this topic.
2	Discussion
In our view, since the RRM requirements are already included in the TS 38.174, there’s no strong motivation to capture it in the TR. Note that the RRM requirements are studied mainly during the work item period, which makes it more suitable to be captured in TS not TR. We don’t see any inconvenience by capturing the RRM requirements only in TS 38.174.
What’s more, capturing a same set of requirements in multiple documents (TR and TS) will increase maintenance work. If companies wish to modify some requirements or correct some errors, at least 2 Cat F CRs need to be prepared.
Observation 1: Capturing a same set of requirements in multiple documents (TR and TS) will increase maintenance work.
Also, having a same set of requirements in different documents puzzle the readers.
Observation 2: It puzzles readers to have a same set of requirements in different documents.
Based on the above Observations, we propose to adopt Option 2 from the WF of last meeting, which is:
Don’t capture RRM requirements in IAB TR.
3	Conclusion
Observation 1: Capturing a same set of requirements in multiple documents (TR and TS) will increase maintenance work.
Observation 2: It puzzles readers to have a same set of requirements in different documents.

Proposal 1: Don’t capture RRM requirements in IAB TR.
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
