Ran4#94Bis-e agreed a WF [5] with some clarifications on Pcmax. This paper discusses how those clarifications should be put in to effect and spec changed. This paper complements [4].

Discussion
WF [5] agreements:
RAN4 TS 38.101-2 section 6.2A.4 states that:

The highlighting shows corresponding conflicts between the WF and the spec. Sentences should be corrected with proper definition of Pcmax:
· Remove notations to “each carrier f” and subscript f
· Align terminology so that definition of Pcmax is clear. 
· Right now the text says the following definitions: 

· total configured output power PCMAX
· configured UE maximum output power PCMAX,f,c
· total configured power PCMAX
· Our preference is to keep “the configured UE maximum output power PCMAX,c” or change it to “maximum limit of UE configurable power PCMAX,c” 
· Clarify that Pcmax is calculated based on grant. The term “non-zero granted power” could mean non-zero transmitted granted power or just UL grant. As described in [4], UE has to calculate the Pcmax first and then analyse if there is power left for all the grants so UE may have UL grant where it will not transmit.
The proposed CR [6]  captures these changes.
Conclusion
We discussed and presented the conflicts between the specification and agreed WF. 
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Agreements


PCMAX = Maximum limit of configured power


PCMAX = Calculated based on grant, in CA case based on all grants that result into simultaneous transmission within evaluation period


PUMAX = The total measured configured power 


UE does not need to recalculate PCMAX to adjust after scaling 


For FR2 there is only one carrier for each serving cell. Notation f can be removed


PCMAX is not total configured output power

A UE configured with carrier aggregation can configure its maximum output power for each uplink carrier f of activated serving cell c and its total configured output power PCMAX. The definition of the configured UE maximum output power PCMAX,f,c for each carrier f of a serving cell c is used for power headroom reporting for carrier f of serving cell c only and is in accordance with that specified in clause 6.2.4 with parameters MPR, A-MPR and P-MPR replaced with those specified below. The total configured power PCMAX in a transmission occasion is the sum of the configured power for carrier f of serving cell c with non-zero granted transmission power in the respective reference point.
