For the UE provided with a configuration of PUCCH transmission with a link recovery request (LLR) as described in clause 9.2.4 in TS 38.213 [3], if beam failure is detected in any of SCells, the UE shall ttransmit MAC CE providing one index for at least one corresponding SCell with radio link quialty worse than Qout,LR,  and the index  for a periodic CSI-RS configuration or for a SSB provided by higher layer, as described in clause 5.17 of TS38.321 [7], if any, for a corresponding SCell.
