1. Overall Description:

RAN4 has agreed further details on the Rel-16 FR2 MPE enhancement signalling, which is used to mitigate RLF due to sudden and unpredictable large back off caused UE’s actions to ensure compliance with MPE regulation.

In addition to the previous details provided for the Rel-16 FR2 MPE enhancement signalling RAN4 would like to ask RAN2 to take the following additional details into account when developing MAC-CE based signalling for the FR2 MPE enhancements:

· P-MPR reporting range and reporting granularity will be defined using [3 or 4] bits. 
· In addition to the previous agreed threshold for the event-triggered FR2 MPE P-MPR report based on P-MPR being higher than a configurable threshold RAN4 has agreed that additional relative threshold is defined such that after the first event based on the absolute threshold is triggered and reported, the UE will also monitor relative P-MPR threshold to identify if the change in P-MPR triggering the absolute threshold based event is more than the network configured relative threshold and if so, then the UE will send report to the network.
