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1. Introduction

In the last meeting, there is discussion on BS demodulation for NR HST, good progress was reached and a WF was approved [1]. This contribution provides further discussion on the remaining issues for BS demodulation part.
2. Discussion 
For UL timing adjustment, it was agreed to specify requirements for scenario X, and the open issue is the SCS/CBW combinations. The candidate options are shown as following:

	· Option 1: Have requirements for

· 15kHz: 10MHz/5MHz; 30kHz: 40MHz/10MHz.

· Option 2: Have requirements for

· 15kHz: 5MHz; 30kHz: 10MHz.

· Option 3: Have requirements for all Rel-15 non-HST PUSCH bandwidths.

· Other options not precluded.


From the test coverage point of view, having requirements for all the PUSCH bandwidth tested in Rel-15 non-HST scenario are preferred. However, we also understand companies’ concern on the number of test cases. For scenario Y and scenario Z, 10MHz and 5MHz are tested for 15KHz SCS, 40MHz and 10MHz are tested for 30KHz SCS. Taking above into consideration, to move forward, for scenario X, it is suggested to have requirements for 10MHz and 5MHz for 15KHz SCS, and 40MHz and 10MHz for 30KHz SCS.
Proposal 1: for UL timing adjustment with scenario X, it is proposed to specify requirements for: 
· 15kHz: 10MHz and 5MHz;

· 30kHz: 40MHz and 10MHz.
