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Introduction
In last meeting the release independence has been discussed and a WF was approved in [1]. 3 options are for further discussion.
· Option 1: The support of 35 MHz and 45 MHz is from Rel-17 onwards.
· Option 2: 35 MHz and 45 MHz is optional support from Rel-15.
· Option 3: Release independence shall be discussed cases by case per band and bandwidths.
In the contribution, we provide considerations on the options.
Discussion
For the basket WID to add existing channel bandwidth, those channel bandwidth are automatically applied from Rel-15 onwards. If option 2 is adopted, current structure of 38.307 can be maintained. However, 35 MHz and 45 MHz are brand new channel bandwidths and the support of these new channel bandwidths need new analog and digital filters, hence there will be some additional complexity need to be taken into account. Option 1 cover such consideration, i.e. 35 MHz and 45 MHz is optional support from Rel-17.
