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Introduction

In the last RAN4#96e meeting, IAB core requirement has been completed with some open items left for further discussion in the conformance testing phase. Therefore in this contribution, we want to share some initial inputs for IAB conformance testing from IAB-DU and IAB-MT perspective.
Discussion 
2.1. IAB-DU

From IAB-DU perspective, general parameters e.g. test configurations, RF channels and test models of NR BS could be reused for IAB-DU just similar as IAB-DU reuse NR BS core requirement as well. In addition, for measurement uncertainty and test tolerance defined for NR BS could also be reused for IAB-DU as it is most likely that the test setup and test equipment would be reused for IAB-DU testing, therefore agreed MU/TT for NR BS could also been applied for IAB-DU.

Regarding testing procedures for IAB-DU, as IAB-DU core requirement items and core requirement values are the same as that for NR BS, therefore test procedures of NR BS could also be applied for IAB-DU and should be make no difference on that.

Proposal 1: test configurations, RF channels, test models, MU/TT and test procedures of NR BS could be reused for IAB-DU. 
2.2. IAB-MT
For IAB-MT perspective, for test frequency, test channel bandwidth and test parameter are different from that of IAB-DU even though lots of RF requirements are similar or the same, therefore the test channel bandwidth, test frequency and test parameter should follow the configuration specified in TS 38.508 and TS 38.521 spec. In addition, test procedures for IAB-MT is also 

Regarding the Test tolerance for IAB-MT, we think similar chamber for NR BS or IAB-DU could be used for IAB-MT testing, therefore similar MU/TT requirements for NR BS or IAB-DU could be used for IAB-MT. 

Proposal 2: test frequency, test channel bandwidth, test parameters of IAB-MT should follow the configuration specified in TS 38.508 and TS 38.521.
Proposal 3:MU/TT of NR BS could be reused for IAB-MT.  
Conclusions
In this contribution, we shared some initial inputs for IAB conformance testing and proposals are made as following:

Proposal 1: test configurations, RF channels, test models, MU/TT and test procedures of NR BS could be reused for IAB-DU. 

Proposal 2: test frequency, test channel bandwidth, test parameters of IAB-MT should follow the configuration specified in TS 38.508 and TS 38.521.
Proposal 3:MU/TT and test procedures of NR BS could be reused for IAB-MT. 
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
