In or view, this case is already covered by R15 requirement of “If the SCell being activated belongs to FR2 and if there is at least one active serving cell on that FR2 band”. Therefore, the additional specification is not necessary.   
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3 Summary
In this paper, the inter-band CA requirement for FR2 has been discussed. We have the following proposals:
Proposal 1: Not necessary to specify the requirements for ‘SCell being activated belongs to FR2 and there is an active serving cell on that FR2 band and the PCell or PSCell is in FR2 and the PCell or PSCell and SCell being activated are in a band pair with independent beam management’. 
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
