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1. Introduction
Last RAN Plenary #89e meeting agreed set of CRs with NR-U feature introduction to core RAN4 specifications, including big CR for NR BS core specification TS 38.104 [1].
One of the topics that was extensively discussed during last RAN4#96-e meeting email discussions and GTW sessions was NR-U BS operating band unwanted emission mask (OBUE). In current specification there is part of OBUE, i.e. LO leakage exception that is still in brackets in BS 38.104 specification. In this contribution we discuss some further details on LO leakage exception
2. Discussion
NR-U OBUE masks (different mask for given channel bandwidths, punctured or non-punctured mask) were finally agreed during RAN#95-e meeting in the Way forward [2] and later adopted to big CR with NR-U introduction [1] to BS core specification. 
However, from that time there is requirements related to LO leakage exception in brackets, left for further checking by companies its necessity and decide if it should be removed or brackets could be removed. The sentence is shown below (from sub-clause 6.6.4.2.4A of TS 38.104 V16.5.0): 
	[An exception to the spectrum emission requirements for the non-transmitted 20 MHz channels allows a single [2] MHz bandwidth to extend to [[image: image2.png]BWehannel
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Initially that LO exception was included during works on emission mask for NR-U for both UE and BS. Although this exception should remain in UE specification where it is already included without brackets. After further checking we think it is not necessary to keep exception in BS specification. Thus, we propose to remove LO leakage exception requirement from NR-U BS.
Proposal: It is proposed to remove LO leakage exception requirements for NR-U BS OBUE.
3. Conclusion

In current specification there is part of OBUE, i.e. LO leakage exception that is still in brackets in BS 38.104 specification. In this contribution we discuss some further details on LO leakage exception. We have made following proposal.
Proposal: It is proposed to remove LO leakage exception requirements for NR-U BS OBUE.
This proposal is already included in submitted CR [3] with all others remaining issues for NR core spec.
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
