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1.	Introduction
In previous discussion on PC5 beam correspondence behaviour there was widespread concern with completing the requirement specification for PC5 without explicitly treating PC5 in the beam correspondence requirement section. In this paper, we propose completion of the requirement.
2. 	Discussion 
The RAN4 chairman’s view during discussion in RAN4#97e was consistent with strong concern among a majority [1] with leaving the BC requirement incomplete, because “With no specification of BC requirements in 6.6, there is no assurance for the network that the UE has any beam correspondence ability before network assistance with UL beam sweeping”.
We also note that bit 0 UEs were intended for early PC3 implementations, as witnessed by no attempt to determine bit 0 requirements for any other power class. Bit 0 UEs represent an overhead on the network due to their reliance on UL beam sweeping and are not really justified for a new UE class that benefits from 2 release cycles worth of development. 
Proposal: The FR2 PC5 UE that declares beamCorrespondenceWithoutUL-BeamSweeping = 0 shall not be supported.
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
