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Discussion
Companies discussed whether the 60 GHz frequency range should be defined as a new frequency range (e.g. FR3) or included in FR2.
For the UE, FR1 and FR2 requirements were split into separate specifications and given different identifiers mainly because the mmW was written as a radiated requirement given the difficulty of conducted measurements at mmW, and also due to those same difficulties measuring antenna arrays by any method other than radiated.
60 GHz is much the same as FR2, difficult to measure conducted.
The FR2 UE specifications have a structure in place that we can use it as a vessel to capture the 60 GHz requirements. This would reduce unnecessary work and speed the 60 GHz work.
Conclusion 
Our view is that the UE FR2 specification should be used to capture the 60 GHz requirements.
