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Introduction
In last RAN#90-e, a new WI has been approved to specify the new NR band n85, re-farmed from LTE band 85. This WI was revised in last RAN#91-e to add support for 15 MHz channel BW in n85.
This contribution is discussing the core UE RF impacts after this WI revision.

A Way Forward ([3]) was approved in last RAN4#98-e meeting listing all updates to be done in TS 38.104 and TS 38.141 when introducing band n85 in NR specifications.
