In RAN #91-e meeting, the revised WID [1] approved to
· Introduce new FR2 CA BW classes and related Rx requirements to support of contiguous downlink aggregated channel BW up to 1600 MHz
This contribution discussed the Rx requirements for the new channel bandwidth classes.
2.  Discussion
When the contiguous downlink aggregated channel BW is enhanced up to 1600MHz, only EIS relaxation table for ΔRIB is need to be revised to accommodate wider aggregated channel BW. For intra-band contiguous DL CA, single RX chain single LNA was assumed, so

Proposal 1: Only EIS relaxation for new bandwidth classes need be defined.
Proposal 2: The EIS relaxation for new bandwidth classes could be defined as
Option 1: Extend the aggregated channel BW 800 < BWChannel_CA ≤ 1200 to 800 < BWChannel_CA ≤ 1600, and reuse 0.5dB relaxation value.

Proposal 1: Only EIS relaxation for new bandwidth classes need be defined.
Proposal 2: The EIS relaxation for new bandwidth classes could be defined as
· Option 1: Extend the aggregated channel BW 800 < BWChannel_CA ≤ 1200 to 800 < BWChannel_CA ≤ 1600, and reuse 0.5dB relaxation value.

· Option2: Define a new aggregated channel BW 1200 < BWChannel_CA ≤ 1600, use 1.0dB relaxation value.
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
