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Introduction
In Rel-16, lots of regulatory information for 52.6-100GHz has been summarized and documented in TR 38.807. In this contribution, we want to share some further understanding how to define the relevant band for 52.6-71GHz.
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Firstly for frequency range 52.6-54.25GHz due to EESS (passive) protection e.g.weather prediction service, therefore in ITU-R Footnote 5.340, all emission is proposed to be prohibited. In other words, it could not be assigned or used for IMT transmission. 
For frequency range 54.25-57.24GHz next to EESS (passive), it is not assigned for IMT currently in ITU-R and also not on the agenda of WRC-23, therefore in other words, these frequency range cannot be used for IMT in the near future. If possible, these frequency range could be used for IMT in future, the situation for coexistence environment might be quite similar as 23.6-24GHz and 24.25-27.5GHz.
In addition, based on the frequency bands summary in [3], it could be found that both mobile and fixed service on 52.6-54.25GHz and 54.25-55.78GHz is not allowed.  
Proposal 1: 52.6-54.25GHz and 54.25-55.78GHz should be excluded from band definition for 52.6-71GHz.

In addition, for frequency range 66-71GHz, it has bee identified for IMT transmission based on permanent European Commission mandate to CEPT, therefore we think at least that licensed band for 66-71GHz should be defined. Whether licensed band could be extended down to 57GHz, this could be further discussed.

Proposal 2: for 66-71GHz, the licensed band should be defined at least.
Conclusions
In this contribution, we want to share some further considerations on band definition plan for 52.6-71GHz and proposals are made as following:
Proposal 1: 52.6-54.25GHz and 54.25-55.78GHz should be excluded in band definition for 60GHz;
Proposal 2: for 66-71GHz, the licensed band should be defined at least.
