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1. Overall Description:

After the 3GPP RAN#90 meeting (December 2020), RAN WG4 has started normative work to enable support of the 5945-6425MHz frequency range according to the ECC Decision (20)01. The corresponding regulatory framework defines two modes: low power indoor (LPI) and very low power (VLP) indoor/outdoor. While for the LPI devices it is clearly stated that access points are allowed, for the VLP devices it is just mentioned that "The VLP outdoor use is intended to cover short range applications for small area direct communications" and "The VLP device is a portable device". 
Since the 3GPP NR-U operation in the license-exempt spectrum is possible only between access point and client devices, we kindly request to clarify whether the VLP mode allows the use of access points and base stations.
