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1. Introduction
In this contribution, we clarify correction on NR-U band n46 channels for 60 MHz and 80 MHz. We also submitted CRs to BS [2] and UE [3] specifications with such corrections.  
2. Discussion
Channel raster points for NR-U band n46 were discussed during few RAN4 meetings in 2019. During RAN4#92bis meeting WF [1] was agreed where assumptions for possible channels were agreed. One of the assumptions was to not introduce neither 80 MHz nor 60 MHz channels across other Wifi 80 MHz channels. However, during further works, two channels that cross 80 MHz Wifi channels were added. 

Following channels were added:

· For 60 MHz channel Nref 787000 (center frequency 5805 MHz)

· For 80 MHz channel Nref 786332 (center frequency 5795 MHz).
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Figure 1: Upper range of 5 GHz band with respective channels

In figure 1, green color shows existing WiFi channels for 80 MHz. In red are marked NR-U channels that are crossing 80 MHz channels. 
Proposal 1: It is proposed to remove channel 787000 from 60 MHz CBW, and channel 786332 from 80 MHz CBW from band n46. 
3. Conclusion

In this contribution, we clarify correction on NR-U band n46 channels for 60 MHz and 80 MHz. We have made following proposal:

Proposal 1: It is proposed to remove channel 787000 from 60 MHz CBW, and channel 786332 from 80 MHz CBW from band n46. 
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
