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1 Introduction
The discussions on introduction of lower 6GHz NR unlicensed operation for Europe has progressed in the last meeting. The agreements and the open issues were captured in the way forward [1]. In this document we provide our views on some of the open issues.

2 Discussion

2.1 Band Plan
From the WF [1], the following options are under discussion: 

· Unlicensed operation in the range 5945-6425 MHz can be introduced by (Agreed in R4-2103229):

· Option 1: Re-using already defined band n96 
· FFS if additional notes and/or clarifications are needed. Regional specific requirements to be included in relevant specifications.
· Option 2: Defining a new band n[xx] 
· On top of specific requirements provided by ECC, the new band shall reuse requirements already defined for n96, where possible.
Considering the issues raised by the proponent of option 2 in previous meeting discussions and the fact that introducing a new band in Europe requires fewer NS values, it seems it’s beneficial to introduce a new band for Europe.  

· Proposal 1: 
·  Define a new band n[xx] for introduction of lower 6GHz NR unlicensed operation for Europe
2.2 Inclusion of VLP deployment 
From the WF [1], the following options are under discussion: 

· Inclusion of VLP deployment to 3GPP specification:
· Option 1: VLP deployment is subject to further checking of regulations
· Option 2: VLP deployment can be included in specification given the available regulations 
ECC Decision (20)01 includes regulations for both LPI and VLP deployments on the same level. There is no ambiguity in regulations for VLP deployments comparing with LPI, thus we support inclusion of VLP  deployment in specifications.
· Proposal 2: 
· VLP deployment should be included in the specifications along with LPI as ECC Decision (20)01 includes regulations for both LPI and VLP deployments on the same level.
