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1 Introduction
During previous RAN4#98bis-e meeting, the discussion on EMC specification for NR repeater was continued. Even though the TS 38.114 is already captured in the WID, there is no consensus in RAN4 if creating new EMC spec for NR repeaters is resource efficient. 
Motivated by the aim to reduce future workload and maintenance effort on EMC specifications, in this contribution we investigate the possibility to incorporate the NR repeaters into the existing NR BS EMC specification TS 38.113. 
2 Discussion
One of the arguments raised in previous discussions was the unknown impact of the NR Repeater in TDD operation, i.e. the LTE repeater specification was only for FDD repeaters. Any additional required specification effort to cover any TDD specific aspects of the NR repeater operation would impact both alternatives, i.e. the TS 38.113 extension, or the creation of new TS 38.114 specification. 
Observation 1: consideration of the TDD operation of the NR repeater would impact both the considered options of the NR repeater EMC specifications, i.e. TS 38.113 extension, or new TS 38.114. 
Anyway, in our view, the duplex aspects will only impact the way the test is configured for EMC purposes. There will be no difference in the requirements limits, as already discussed. 
Observation 2: duplex mode of the NR repeater is expected to modify the text configuration only, not the requirements limits. 
3 Analysis of the TS 38.113 		
Following discussion last meeting, we attach draft implementation of the NR repeater into the NR BS EMC specification TS 38.113, including additional inputs from the TS 36.113 (LTE repeater EMC spec).
Based on the analysis of the required modifications to TS 38.113, there is no good motivation to generate brand new EMC specification for the NR repeater. Please note that the time required to implement such NR repeater extension updates was below 1 hour.
Observation 3: based on the exercise to implement NR repeater as extension of the NR BS EMC specification TS 38.113, no good motivation if found to generate yet another EMC specification in RAN4. 
4 Conclusion 
Based on the discussion, the following is proposed: 
Proposal: in order to reduce future workload and maintenance effort, it is proposed to capture EMC aspects of the NR repeater as the extension of the NR BS EMC specification TS 38.113. 
Related NR repeater WID updates can be handled during June RAN meeting.
