In RAN4 #55 meeting, the test cases for LTE dual-layer beamforming demodulation requirements were agreed as [1]. For MU-MIMO, test cases with 16QAM 1/2 and 64QAM 1/2 were determined.

This contribution provided updated simulation results for MU-MIMO cases. Results for other cases, i.e rank-1 transmission with single user and rank-2 transmission with single user have been provided in [2].
