6.6.1 Occupied bandwidth
A clarification that the requirement applies for a single transmitted carrier shall be added. 

The concept of RF Bandwidth is introduced in the context of Carrier Aggregation to define what corresponds to the channel edge in the single carrier case.

Transmitter characteristics

6.6.1
Occupied bandwidth

The occupied bandwidth is the width of a frequency band such that, below the lower and above the upper frequency limits, the mean powers emitted are each equal to a specified percentage /2 of the total mean transmitted power. See also ITU-R Recommendation SM.328 [5].

The value of /2 shall be taken as 0.5%.

The requirement applies during the transmitter ON period for a single transmitted carrier.

6.6.1.1
Minimum requirement

The occupied bandwidth shall be less than the channel bandwidth as defined in Table 5.6-1.
