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1. Overall Description:
RAN4 has recently studied the Band 12 interference issue that was brought to RAN4 attention by RAN5 LS (R4-101863) titled “Band 12: Possible Tx/Rx Performance Requirement Relaxation”. In the RAN4 Band 12 ad hoc meeting RAN4 AH Band-12, Chicago, USA, 29-30 September 2010, a way forward was agreed with respect to the following:

a. Allow 1 MHz guard band between 698-699 MHz in uplink and 728-729 in downlink by re-defining Band 12 boundaries as follows:

699-716 MHz uplink

729-746 MHz downlink

b. In addition, it is proposed to:

i. Add an in-band blocking requirement with the interferer in Block D and a 5 MHz wanted signal in block A in order to ensure sufficient duplexer rejection of interferer adjacent to Block A
ii. Consider a change in the reference sensitivity by a tentative +1 dB to allow an increased stop-band rejection for Block E (adjacent) interferers

RAN4 will continue to work on these issues at the RAN4 Meeting #57, in terms of the specification changes resulting from the above agreement.
2. Actions:
To RAN2 and RAN3:

RAN4 kindly asks RAN2 and RAN3 to take into account the above information and advise RAN4 of any potential changes in signaling.
To RAN5:

RAN4 kindly asks RAN5 to take into account the above information when working on related test aspects.
