Justification

In order to meet market demands, this work item presents a scenario of three band downlink (3DL), single uplink (1UL) carrier aggregation to enlarge downlink operation bandwidth. The coverage of work item is for inter-band and FDD carrier aggregation to LTE. 

We propose this work item to start RAN4 work on band combination of three downlink and one uplink LTE carrier aggregations over carriers of Band 7, Band 20 and Band 38.

UL carrier shall be supported in principle in each of the aggregated bands. Restrictions may be applied during the course of the work item.
The work will be approached in the following prioritized phases:
1. 3DL and 1UL, where the UL (Pcell) is to be supported in low band (Band 20) only. Consequently the only fall-back modes possible are 7+20 and 20+38.
2. 3DL and 1UL, where the UL (Pcell) is to be supported in low band (Band 20) and high bands (Band 7 and Band 38). Consequently the fall-back modes possible are 7+20, 20+38 and 7+38. Further restrictions may apply in order to enable the UL in either B7 or B38
