In this section the statistics for the OTA measurements is presented considering Head and Hand configuration. The statistics are based on 195 (215 in [2]) measurements of different devices with and without support of LTE.

From [2], as discussed offline in RAN4#74b, some devices were removed since they were identified as operator customization. Though it was agreed in [1] to also include them. Nonetheless, the statistics do not vary greatly due to the effect of these devices (20)
