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1. Introduction
During the NR SI, RAN4 has discussed addressing frequency range 6 – 24 GHz in the studies as described in the SI objectives [1], based on the operational requirements for Next Generation access technologies in TR 38.913 [2].  After discussing how to address this frequency range, a way forward [4] was agreed at RAN4#81 to identify frequency ranges in 6 – 24 GHz, where existing studies cannot be applied, and prioritize the candidate frequencies for studies in 6 – 24 GHz based on operator requests.
This contribution highlights a frequency range in the United States, which has potential to be used for 5G mobile services.  In anticipation of this frequency to be used, the contribution also highlights the need to prioritize the candidate frequencies around 12 GHz.
2. Discussion
So far, one set of frequency ranges has been introduced as having potential in 5G mobile services; 5.925 – 8.5 GHz, 10 - 10.6 GHz, and 21.4 - 22 GHz [3].  As part of the discussion it has already been stated 6 – 24 GHz frequency range should require preferably 2 candidate carrier frequencies in the studies as the RF characteristics are expected to be different and varying as much as the 24 - 86 GHz range is.
In the United States, the FCC allows terrestrial use of the 12.2 – 12.7 GHz spectrum referred as Multichannel Video and Data Distribution Service (MVDDS).  Currently, this range can be used for three different communications services: Broadcast Satellite Service (BSS), MVDDS, and Non-Geostationary Satellite Orbit Fixed Satellite Service (NGSO FSS). 

The 12.2-12.7 GHz band is licensed across the US in 500 MHz of contiguous spectrum in a total of 214 MVDDS licenses. The current rules, dating back to early 2000s, allow the band to be used for one-way digital wireless services.  Also, the FCC is currently reviewing a petition requested by a coalition consisting of MVDDS and DBS license holders to introduce additional mobile flexibilities in the band [4].  The 12.2-12.7 GHz band brings the following characteristics which make it suitable for NR applications:

· 500 MHz of contiguous spectrum for terrestrial use
· Better propagation and less RF complexity than higher frequency bands
