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1. Introduction

In RAN4 #81 meeting, one WF on NR Bands was agreed [1], with the following agreement:
· How to define NR bands will be further studied and discussed in RAN4 in order to facilitate the smooth transition into NR WI phase. 

· Operators are encouraged to provide initial inputs of possible frequency ranges or bands for NR deployment in January 2017 RAN4 NR ad-hoc meeting.
This contribution provides our initial inputs of possible frequency ranges (bands) for NR.
2. Discussion
As the possible frequency ranges for NR are various, we would like to prioritize the following spectra at this stage. We think it is better to focus on no more than 3 candidates as the top priority in RAN4. In addition, comparing with possible bands above 6GHz, we would like to study the candidate spectra below 6GHz so as to come to an agreement as soon as possible in RAN4.
2.1 Possible bands below 6GHz

For below 6GHz, from China Unicom’s point of view, the following frequency ranges (bands) are possible for NR deployment and should be considered in RAN4:
· 3400 - 3600 MHz,  4800 - 4990 MHz 
· 4400 – 4500 MHz,  3300 - 3400 MHz,  2496 - 2690 MHz
Besides, band 42 (3400 - 3600 MHz) is the highest priority and 4800 - 4990 MHz is the next highest for NR deployment at the first stage from our side. And this does not mean that China Unicom is not supportive on other possible bands for NR. Other candidate spectra (such as 4400 – 4500 MHz, 3300 - 3400 MHz and 2496 - 2690 MHz) are not precluded. Especially, some LTE band like band 41 (2496 - 2690 MHz) migrating to 5G is also needed more consideration for us.
2.2 Possible bands above 6GHz

For above 6GHz, we expect the following frequency ranges (bands) are possible for NR deployment and should be considered in priority order at this stage in RAN4:
· 24.5 GHz-27.5 GHz

· 37 GHz-43.5 GHz
3. Conclusion
This contribution provided our initial inputs of possible frequency ranges (bands) for NR, and it is proposed that these information to be considered in RAN4.
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
