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1. Introduction
At the last RAN4 meeting, the following agreements were made for minimum and maximum channel bandwidth [1].
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Below 6GHz

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Above 24GHz

In addition, the channel bandwidth set to be supported in Rel.15 was also discussed, but unfortunately there was no conclusion [2]. In this contribution, we discuss and propose the channel bandwidth set for below 6GHz and above 24GHz respectively.
2. Discussion
For NR, the bands can be categorized to LTE refarming band and NR dedicated bands. 
In LTE refarming bands, the existing system (i.e. LTE and UMTS) could be replaced to the NR system. Therefore, inclusion of the same bandwidths of the NR as those of the existing systems, i.e. 5, 10, 15, 20MHz, would be beneficial for a smooth system migration. Furthermore, inclusion of multiples of 20MHz channel bandwidth, e.g. 40MHz, would be beneficial for some LTE refarming bands in which the intra-band contiguous CA is applied. Hence, the following CBW set could be considered for LTE refarming bands. The exact value(s) should be decided on a band specific basis.

Proposal 1: The following channel bandwidth set should be the candidates to be supported for LTE refarming bands, and an applicability of them to each of the bands should be decided on a band specific manner.

On the other hand, for NR dedicated band, narrower channel bandwidth would not be necessary and wider channel bandwidth, e.g. 20, 40, 50, 60, 80, 100 MHz, are needed. 
Proposal 2: At least the following channel bandwidth should be supported for 3.5GHz and 4.5GHz bands, respectively.

For above 24GHz, possible range of channel bandwidths is 50MHz -400 MHz. Hence, we propose to have the following channel bandwidths at least for 24.25-29.5 GHz. 
Proposal 3: At least the following channel bandwidth should be supported for the bands above 24GHz.

We would like to note that proposals 2 and 3 are specific to the bands, i.e. around 3.5GHz, 4.5GHz and 28GHz from our perspective. Required channel bandwidths would be varied depending on operators spectrum holding and migration plan. Hence the intention of the proposal 2 and 3 is not precluding  the introduction of other channel bandwidths.
3. Conclusion

In this contribution, we discussed BS ACLR and BS ACS on below 6GHz. Following observations and proposals are obtained.
Proposal 1: The following channel bandwidth set should be the candidates to be supported for LTE refarming bands, and an applicability of them to each of the bands should be decided on a band specific manner.
