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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 would like to thank RAN1 for the LS reply on the minimum supported carrier bandwidth for NR (R1-1709842). RAN4 has made further agreements on the minimum supported carrier bandwidth.
· A minimum possible carrier bandwidth value of 5MHz is agreed for 15kHz data SCS for the frequency range below 6 GHz.
· A minimum possible carrier bandwidth value of 10MHz is agreed for 30kHz data SCS for the frequency range below 6 GHz.

· A minimum possible carrier bandwidth value of 20MHz is agreed for 60kHz data SCS for the frequency range above 1GHz and below 6 GHz.
· A minimum possible carrier bandwidth value of 50MHz is agreed to accommodate 60k/120kHz data SCS for the frequency range from 24 GHz to 52.6 GHz.

RAN4 would also like to inform that both the supported bandwidths and the SS block SCS will be band specific for each NR band, therefore, it is possible to specify a minimum channel bandwidth value of 100MHz for any specific NR band in the frequency range above 24 GHz to accommodate 240kHz SS block SCS. This is also true for a minimum channel bandwidth value of 10MHz to accommodate 30kHz SS block SCS for any specific NR band in the frequency range below 6 GHz.
