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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 would like to inform that the duration of RSSI part of the SS block (SSB) based RSRQ or CSI-RS based RSRQ should not be larger than the effective measurement gap length (MGL) when the measurement is done using measurement gaps. Otherwise the duration of RSSI can be up to the SMTC window duration. The effective MGL shall not be smaller than (MGL-1) ms. 

RAN4 would like to further inform that the inter-frequency measurement requirements shall be defined using measurement gaps. However intra-frequency measurement requirements shall be defined using without measurement gaps and also with measurement gaps.
RAN4 would also like to inform that it is optional for the UE to simultaneously receive non-SSB signals and SSB signals with different subcarrier spacings. 

There will be increase in the UE power consumption if the RSSI measurement bandwidth is larger than the RSRP measurement bandwidth. 
Table 2: Actions:

To RAN WG1: RAN WG4 respectfully asks RAN WG1 to take into account the above mentioned information and recommendation when defining RSSI part of the SSB based RSRQ and RSSI part of the CSI-RS based RSRQ.
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
