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1. Background
The discussion on occupied bandwidth conduct requirement and OTA requirement were agreed in [1] and [2], and a TP[3] was provided to TS38.104. However, due to lots of the texts such as channel bandwidth/transmission bandwidth configuration are not added into the TS38.104 and the OBW requirements defined relate to the channel bandwidth definition, thus some editorials will be needed if the requirements are now introduced into the TS38.104. 

In order to promote the specification standardization, we provide a text proposal to TR 38.xxx [4] on occupied bandwidth for NR BS in this contribution.

6.6.2Occupied bandwidth


6.6.2.1 Occupied bandwidth for FR1 

The occupied bandwidth is the width of a frequency band such that, below the lower and above the upper frequency limits, the mean powers emitted are each equal to a specified percentage /2 (=0.5%) of the total mean transmitted power. See also Recommendation ITU-R SM.328. 
It was agreed that the same principle with existing E-UTRA (99% power should be within channel bandwidth can be reused, and the minimum requirement for FR1 occupied bandwidth shall be less than the channel bandwidth supported by NR. 

Furthermore, the minimum requirement may be applied regionally.
