Introduction
This clause contains requirements on the UE regarding measurement reporting in RRC_CONNECTED state. The requirements are split NR intra frequency, NR inter frequency and Inter-RAT measurements. These measurements may be used by the NR network, e.g. for handover or PSCell change decisions. The measurement quantities are defined in [Ref 38.214], the measurement model is defined in [Ref 38.302] and measurement accuracies are specified in clause 10. Control of measurement reporting is specified in TS 38.331 [Ref 38.331

Requirements
9.1.2.1
UE measurements with gaps
If the UE requires measurement gaps to identify and measure intra-frequency, inter-frequency and/or inter-RAT cells, in order for the requirements in the following subsections to apply the NR network must provide a single measurement gap pattern with constant gap duration for concurrent monitoring of all frequency layers and RATs. Gaps are required for interfrequency and interRAT measurements according to UE capabilities, and gaps are required for intrafrequency measurements according to UE capabilities if the intrafrequency measurement object to be measured is not within the active reception bandwidth of the UE.
During the measurement gaps the UE:

shall not transmit any data

is not expected to tune its receiver within the active bandwidth parts of NR PSCell and NR SCell..

FFS the uplink subframe occurring immediately after the measurement gap,

The UE is configured with a gap pattern which consists of Measurement Gap Length (MGL), Measurement gap repetition period (MRGP) as well as a measurement gap offset. The requirements apply for MGL={3,4,5 or 6}ms and MGRP={20,40,80,160ms}. MGL and MGRP are configured by RRC signalling.

The requirements for SS block measurements apply provided that all SS blocks are received starting not before gap start +0.5ms  and ending not later than gap_end-0.5ms at the UE antenna or antenna connector. The requirements for CSI-RS measurements apply provided that the CSI-RS symbols to be measured are received starting not before gap start +0.5ms  and ending not later than gap_end-0.5ms at the UE antenna or antenna connector.
